Re:  Behavioral Assessment for Your Child

Your child has been referred for an update or a behavioral assessment.  The school will have contacted you to provide you with the information of why this evaluation has been recommended.

Behavioral assessments are conducted by gathering information regarding the type and level of severity of the behavior(s) which are a concern, both at home and at school.  The information will be gathered from a variety of sources – parents, teachers, teaching assistants and the child him/herself.  This assessment is usually an update of what has been done previously.

When you sign the school’s consent form, you should ensure that you are aware of, and agree upon, the specific purpose of assessment for your child.  The consent you provide will authorize me to view the information in your child’s school file which may include previous assessment reports, report cards and anecdotal records.  I will also need your assistance in providing valuable background information on your child. Please complete the attached Background Information/Child History Form and return it to the school.

The behavioral assessment process includes an observation of your child in his/her classroom. The child is not informed of the reason for my presence in the classroom to avoid a change in behavior, which may happen if the student is aware they are the focus of attention.   There is also separate structured questionnaire forms (BASC-2 – Behavior Assessment System for Children) that are completed by school staff, by the parents, and by the child, if he/she is old enough.  The parent form of the questionnaire will be provided to the school to pass along to you.  A structured interview with your child may also be conducted, if it is appropriate, and is about 20-30 minutes long.

Once the assessment is completed, a written report will be provided to the school which includes a summary of background information, behavioral observation, and a compilation of information from the parent and school questionnaires, conclusions and recommendations.  

The process of conducting a behavioral assessment is complex, time consuming and at times difficult, but the more we understand the children we work with, the greater our opportunity to help them be successful.  The main goal for the assessment is to work collaboratively between the home and school in order to provide the best possible learning environment for your child.
